Please review your regrade requests with your GSI first to make sure that the requests are valid.  If the request is valid, 
write your request on this sheet (see below).  Your GSI must then initial it.   You must look at the grading criteria and 
indicate where the mistake was made in grading your exam.  Reasons like – the grade should have used a different point 
distribution are invalid reasons and may result in the loss of additional points.  You must clearly illustrate why you should be 
given the points.  Comments like “I deserve more points”, “I need all the points I can get” will result in the loss of additional 
points.
